Open to dancers, choreographers, and 
tech personnel who have participated in 
at least two of the past five Gigglefeet 
Dance Festivals. (Exceptions may be 
given for comparable experience). 
Staff, committee, and board 
members are not eligible. 

Open to all artists and tech personnel. 
Preference given to residents of Southern 
Southeast Alaska.
